General remarks ( 7-8p)

1. When we wish to express what is passing in our minds, we talk, or else write down certain

marks or signs, which people have to agreed shall stand for the sounds which we utter
when we talk.

2. That which we speak with our voice, or write down to represent what we speak, is called
speech or language.

3. Grammar (from the Greek gramma, ‘letter’) is the science which treats about speech or

Language.

5.Speech or language is made up of words. A word is a significant combination of articulate

sounds. A collection of words arranged so as to convey some complete sense, is called a

sentence (Latin senfentia, ‘a thought or opinion’) : as, “ The boy learns his lesson;” “ The
cat has caﬁght a mouse.”

6. The words of which a sentence is made up are of different sorts. Thus in the sentence,
“The bird flies swiftly,” bird is the name of an animal; the points out which bird is meant;
flies expresses an action, which it is asserted that the bird performs; swiftly denotes the
manner in which that action is performed. The different sorts of words which a language
contains are called Parts of Speech.

7. That part of grammar which treats of the letters of which words are composed, and of the
proper mode of writing and spelling words, is called Orthography (from the Greek orthos,
‘right,” and grapho, ‘1 write’).

8. That part of grammar which treats of separate words, or of the parts of speech separately,
showing the mode in which they are formed, and the changes which they undergo, is called
Etymology (from the Greek etymos, ‘true,” and logos, ‘account.’

9. That part of grammar which treats of the mode in which words are combined so as to form

sentences, and sentences combines with one another, is called Syntax (from the Greek syz,

‘together,” and taxis, ‘ arrangement’ ).
