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The conservation and utilization of cultural properties and cultural heritages are increasing in impor-
tance and necessity as they are represented as being “World Heritage Sites” established by UNESCO.
However, conservation and utilization of cultural properties and cultural heritages still have many issues
we have to work on worldwide, such as disasters caused by natural phenomena and human destruction
caused by conflicts and tourism.

Kansai University has proceeded in international research activities targeted at cultural heritages in
Egypt since the beginning of 2000. The Center for the Global Study of Cultural Heritage and Culture (CHC)
was then established at Kansai University in April 2013 with the Supported Program for the Strategic Re-
search Foundation at Private Universitiest under the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and
Technology (MEXT). The CHC has been dedicated to interdisciplinary, comprehensive and global research
activities for five years, since 2013 with the subject “Comprehensive global studies for utilizing Cultural
Heritage”.

In this report, we will detail the results of research activities the CHC carried out, such as surveys and
research targeted at Mastaba Idout in Sagqgara, Egypt and Barbar Temple in Kingdom of Bahrain, as well
as other cultural properties and cultural heritages, and cultural studies based on cross-cultural understand-
ing. As the importance and necessity of conservation and utilization of cultural properties and cultural
heritages, besides cross-cultural understanding has enhanced, I hope that the results in this report lead to
opportunities to consider about internationally contribution activities in a comprehensive view, and the
construction of a cooperation system of multidisciplinary studies. Moreover, I hope that the valuable cul-
tural properties and cultural heritages are inherited for a long time in the future.
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
